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Kings River swollen with sediment laden water

The majority of the waters within the Kings River
Watershed are in excellent condition. Most of our
stream segments support diverse, native fish and
invertebrate populations, are safe for full-body
recreation, and are verified to be within the water
quality standards set by the Arkansas Department

of Environmental Quality. The entire length of the

Kings River is also a designated Extraordinary
Resource Waterway.

The water quality of the Kings River and its tribu-

taries fluctuates dramatically with changes in flow.

Approximately 91% of the yearly load of pollut-
ants and sediment travels down the river during a
storm event. It is very important for watershed
residents to reduce both polluted run-off and
sediment moving from their property.

The Arkansas Department of Environmental Qual-
ity evaluates waters of Arkansas every two years
and creates the 303(d) list — a list of impaired
waterways. To see which waterways in the Kings
River Watershed are currently included on this list
and why, visit the KRWP website at
www.kingsriverwatershed.org.

Landowners within the Kings River Watershed
are trying to be good neighbors to the folks
living downstream. All of the water in the Kings
River eventually flows into Table Rock Lake.
Although not a supplier of drinking water, Table
Rock Lake is the center of southwest Missouri’s
recreational industry.

Studies show that phosphorus levels in the Kings
River at base flow have been drastically reduced
since a high in 2002. This can largely be
attributed to improvements at the Berryville
Wastewater Treatment Plant and Tyson pretreat-
ment facility.
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
